The Pe(e)rfectly Skilled project

1. Develops an online method for interactive and practice-based skills education in Higher 
Education through formative assessment, (self-, peer and expert) feedback and reflection via 
video-enhanced rubrics

2. Researches and evaluates (learning) effects and usability of the method in daily educational 
practice by means of pilot implementations with Law and Psychology students and teachers 
from the Open Universiteit (OUNL) and Maastricht University

3. Disseminates and shares project results in higher education in the Netherlands

To what extent does the Method Pe(e)rfectly Skilled contribute to effective, efficient and 
enjoyable oral presentation skill acquisition and to teacher load alleviation?

1: To what extent does the Method Pe(e)rfectly Skilled lead to effective, efficient and 
enjoyable oral presentation skill acquisition?

2: To what extent does the feedback format (TPS (Teacher-Peer-Self), PS (Peer-Self)) influence 
the effectiveness, efficiency and enjoyability of the Method Pe(e)rfectly Skilled?

3: To what extent does the context of the Method Pe(e)rfectly Skilled influence its 
effectiveness, efficiency and enjoyability? (only for law!!)

4: To what extent does the Method Pe(e)rfectly Skilled alleviate teacher load?

First impressions



Student experiences (interview)

• I think it certainly provides useful information to take a look at each other’s performances and provide 
feedback. The information I received was specific enough

• In our group, feedback was given in a constructive and consistent manner 
• Sometimes it is a bit too repetitive. It might be worth considering switching groups somewhere in 

between, so that you also have exposure to other people
• The feedback was very concrete, both from fellow students and from the teacher. I was able to make 

good use of the points they raised in preparing for the next presentation
• The feedback from the teacher was positive-critical and very useful and I tried to include it in the next 

presentation round. You also saw this represented in the ‘wheel’, that my performance improved. That 
was very nice to see

• The feedback from the fellow students actually matched what the teacher said, so it wasn't really that 
different

Some student quotes from interviews



Teacher experiences (interview)
• I have really seen clear improvement of performance,  compared to previous times. And I think it's because, at the live 

meetings, you get 1 turn to practice. I think this is a very nice way, precisely because you can do it in your own time, 
you can pay as much attention to it as you want and you can do it as often as you want. I think that's an important part 
in particular. You get better feedback than live, because the teacher can also think about it for a while and the other 
students too. Moreover, the feedback is a bit more structured

• In the end you see all those aspects on 1 screen, I thought that was really great [skills wheel]
• My experience is that when you compare the first and second rounds, students have worked hard on a lot of the tips 

and tops provided earlier
